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· In Genesis 3, because of humanity's sin, death entered the world with a curse that introduced corruption and chaos into the created order. In Genesis 6, God sent a worldwide flood due to the widespread wickedness of humanity. 

· The Bible also teaches that only God is able to direct the wind and the waves. Psalm 89:9 says, "You rule the raging sea; when its waves surge, You still them." Likewise, in Psalm 107:29 the psalmist announces, "He stilled the storm to a whisper, and the waves of the sea were hushed."

· What if a man could control the weather?
