Context
In the first three chapters of Ephesians, Paul sets forth the gospel. We are called first to repent of our sin, feel remorse for our wrongs, and entrust ourselves to Jesus for forgiveness. Only then does God call us to live for Him and serve others, and once we belong to Christ, we belong to His body, the church, a community of repentant believers who follow Jesus. A person cannot behave or believe like a Christian without other Christians. Our life together in Christ’s church is intended to be one of unity and peace. This unity is granted by Jesus and attained by the Holy Spirit. But how is it to be maintained? The answer is surprising.
